KD Kidder was born in Colorado and learned to ski almost as soon as 
she walked. She began taking pictures in 1956 when her father gave 
her a Kodak Brownie camera for her 5th birthday. She believes she 
developed a sense of composition, light and shadow watching her 
father and her grandfather take and develop photos, and watching 
her mother paint. Capturing moments as they occur, whether the 
subjects are people, animals, or places, has been a part of her vision 
ever since. 

She graduated from Langley High School in McLean, Virginia and 
attended the American College of Switzerland where her love of 
travel and skiing and art often took precedence over math and french. 
She spent two years studying in Switzerland and traveling to England, 
France, Germany, Greece, Spain, and Italy. Her professors were from 
many different countries and this gave her several perspectives on 
art as well as politics and business. 

She came back to the US after receiving an Associate of Arts 
degree and worked for several months in a runaway shelter in Mclean, 
Va where she helped kids and parents communicate as well as working 
with police to protect the children. This gave her the idea to study 
family and child services at Virginia Tech, hoping to be a counselor at 
a high school. But, just at that time, she ran into a high school chum 
who wanted her to go to Europe for month. KD could not resist. She 
decided to go to Europe before starting Virginia Tech in January. The 
II month" in Europe turned into 6 months, and "Europe" led to Turkey, 
Iran, and Afghanistan with a new goal of reaching the Himalayas. But 
alas it was not to be, it was 1972 and the Pakistani War broke out, the 
borders were closed, and so it was time to return home and enroll at 
Virginia Tech. It was there that she met her future husband Neil 
Steinberg, who was majoring in theater, including directing, set design 
and lighting -- skills that would become invaluable to their future 
photography business. 

After school Neil & KD traveled around the US trying to decide what 
they wanted to do and where they wanted to be .
